WHAT POSITIONS ARE AVAILABLE?
Positions with an asterisk * will be filled by both an FMBA student and a PMBA student.  

	President*
	The President is responsible for fulfilling the mission of the organization. He/She manages the organization and meetings, and oversees all operational activities of The Association. The President or an appointed delegate will also represent the organization within the Temple University community. The President will work to coordinate and facilitate activities and meetings.

	Executive Vice President*
	The Executive Vice President will work closely with the President in shaping the strategic plan for each term and implementation of that plan. In addition, the Executive Vice President will foster outreach between The Association and other student organizations, administration, alumni, and all MBA/MS programs.

	VP of Communication*
	The Vice President of Communications oversees all of The Association’s communications, including regular news updates, events announcements, publicity, coordination with administration, and feedback. The Vice President of Communications works closely with the VP of Marketing to develop strategies that effectively convey the student association's goals and activities to the entire Fox community.

	VP of Community Relations*
	The Vice President of Community Relations will plan and manage community service projects and serve as a liaison between the Philadelphia community and the Association. He/She will work in conjunction with the Alumni Office and Development Offices. Additionally, the Vice President of Community Relations will be responsible for organizing events designed to promote the professional growth of the graduate student body while simultaneously building strong and lasting relationships with the administrative offices and the business community. Events will include, but will not be limited to, the fundraisers for the Philadelphia High School Scholarship. In this capacity, the Vice President of Community Relations will be responsible for fund raising activities around this and any other events that fall into the definition of community relations.

	

VP of Corporate Relations*
	The Vice President of Corporate Relations will partner with corporations and the Fox alumni network to further career development, ensure alumni involvement and build/manage relationships with corporate partners and alumni. He/She will work to plan and to generate interest in corporate-sponsored events and to engage the Alumni and the MBA/MS Offices to raise funds and awareness to support these events. Each fall, the Vice President of Corporate Relations will lead the effort to plan and execute the Annual MBASA Conference.

	VP of Events
	The VP of Events is responsible for planning and managing all major MBA & MS Student Association events throughout the year including the Spring Gala, Happy Hour functions, and other social events.  This officer will have direct responsibility over all major event decisions, chair his/her own committee when necessary and work closely with the VP of Marketing and VP of Finance while communicating and budgeting these events.

	VP of Finance
	The Vice President of Finance will work closely with all members of the Student Association to plan and implement activities for the organization as a whole. Additionally the Vice President Finance is responsible to develop the Association’s annual budget, provide regular financial reports, uphold all internal controls, and oversee the budget submittal to the Temple Student Government and the MBA/MS Office, which is required by the school to fund student organizations.  He/She will facilitate income generation planning and fundraising for The Association.

	VP of Information Technology
	The Vice President of Information Management will be responsible for developing and maintaining The Association homepage and membership e-mail directory. Through use of The Association homepage, the Vice President of Information Technology will be responsible for posting articles and disseminating news from the President and Vice Presidents regarding the organization’s activities. Information posted on the web page is intended to keep business students, Temple University administration, and the business community abreast of Association activities and events.

	VP of Marketing
	The VP of Marketing is responsible for promoting all of the MBA & MS Student Association events and promoting the MBA & MS brand within the Fox community.  The VP of Marketing is responsible for liaising with all Student Association groups to identify their needs and to implement the marketing and promotional packages that are required in order to connect with the student community and successfully achieve the objectives outlined.

	Program Representative
	Each Fox graduate program, including IMBA, OMBA, PMBA, and MS may have a representative to the Association. Program Representatives serve an advisory and advocacy role for their respective program.  Program Reps will also serve as the voice of The Association to their fellow students and encourage active involvement from their peers.
